Petition to the Ontario Legislative Assembly

FAIR TREATMENT FOR MOBILE HOME PARKS/LAND LEASE COMMUNITIES
WHEREAS The Residential Tenancies Act, 2006, Part X, Mobile Home Parks and Land Lease Communities – Sec. 164(2) states the following:

- If a notice of termination is given under section 50 with respect to a tenancy agreement between the landlord and a tenant who owns a mobile home and the tenant is entitled to compensation under section 52, 54 or 55, the amount of the compensation shall, despite those sections, be equal to the lesser of the following amounts:

1. One year’s rent.
2. $3,000 or the prescribed amount, whichever is greater. 2006, c. 17, s. 164 (2).

WE, the undersigned petition the Legislative Assembly of Ontario as follows:
· Amend Sec. 164(2) to compensate land lease homeowners either Accessed Value or Fair Market Value.

· Sec 164(2) does not provide adequate protection for land lease homeowners who will lose all their equity in their homes.

· Land Lease Home Owners have faithfully paid their rents which inevitable help in paying for the Property Owners Land and should be compensated fairly when evicted.
The current compensated amount under this act is not sufficient for the following reasons:

· According to MPAC, Stats Canada, Industry Canada, CRA, Cities and Municipalities and many other Government bodies these homes are considered permanent homes once they have been set up on a permanent structure.
· These homes can only be moved by hiring a moving company. Many of them have additions or decks.
· The cost to move or relocate these homes would cost between $8,000 - $15,000.
· They require a special permit to move down the road (Oversize Load)

· In most cases they have foundations or skirting around them and were meant to be permanent.

· There are NO Mobile Home Parks etc. that will take them or have zoning to take them. If they do have zoning in place for more homes they must be 10 yrs or newer.
· The Cities or Municipalities will not allow you to purchase your own land and relocate them there.
· Many of these homes because of age and additions would never survive being relocated.
· These Parks are populated by mostly Seniors, Disabled, and hard working Families with children.
· THERE IS NO PLACE TO MOVE THESE HOMES.
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
